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Fort Hood Military Reservation (219,000 acres) is located within Bell and Coryell counties along the border of the Edwards Plateau and Crosstimbers and
Southern Tallgrass Prairie ecoregions in central Texas. To date, 316 species have been documented on Fort Hood. This checklist only represents our current
knowledge of the Fort Hood avifauna. It is a work in progress and should primarily be used as a guide to the relative abundances of species and their
probabilities of being observed. Abundances denote the average number of individuals observed during a month based on current data. Actual numbers
observed may be higher or lower than the ranges indicated. Much remains to be learned about Fort Hood's birds. Sufficient data are still lacking for certain
habitats and seasons. If you observe birds, rare or otherwise, on Fort Hood, please consider submitting your sightings (including information on date, location,
and number seen) for inclusion in Fort Hood's birding database.
